There are few small tables, outside seating for about eight and a simple lighted sign that says “The Wired Café’.  Upon entering, you feel like you’re walking into someone’s rustic living room with unique tables, chairs, comfortable benches and a piano placed about the large room in no particular pattern. 

As you approach the food/drink counter, the smell of European coffees, over-sized fresh muffins and sausages take over.  What?  Sausages? Oh yeah, baby….good stuff!  Beer boiled brats, hot dogs, Polish and spicy Italian sausages, all individually prepared with peppers and onions. What a delicious and eclectic menu owner Emerson Tabone has put together. There’s a great selection of panini sandwiches, muffins, hot and cold coffees and other beverages.  The favorite sandwich is the Constantinople – turkey, red onion, smoked provolone with and pesto glaze – checkout the full menu and all video info on their website below.
Now to the hi-tech area of the café – a few computers at the order bar, then a separate room filled with dozens of computer set-ups with internet access.  This is the hub of activity where you can come in and ‘buy’ internet time starting at $4.00 an hour. They feature high-end computers with 22" flat panel monitors, and 512 MB video memory - designed to handle any application including extreme, high-end gaming.
The Wired Cafe offers a number of entertainment choices. You can sit back and read one of the Wired Bookshelf selections, bring in your laptop for full access to a free wireless connection. The Wired Cafe gives you access to high end computers, designed to do anything from basic word processing to extreme gaming. They offer titles as World of Warcraft, and all the Steam For Cafe game selections, including some of your favorite classics. There are over 100 games to choose from and the Wired Team is always open to suggestions
Amazingly, The Wired Cafe is open from 6 am until 2 am and the kitchen is open during all hours!  There are plans in the works for a breakfast menu, a beer and wine license and transforming the back patio into a covered area to eat and play.  Currently, the Wired Stage features a live band on Friday nights.
